Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:

C.  The question must be phrased so that an affirmative vote is in favor of the people's veto or direct initiative issue or subject of the question rather than the position of the petitioner.








SUMMARY





	This bill requires that the wording of referenda is phrased so that an affirmative vote is in favor of the subject or issue in question rather than in favor of the petitioner's position.
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
