	The earned income credit will decrease individual income tax collections by $1,308,194 in fiscal year 2000-01.  The reduction of these tax collections will decrease the amounts transferred to the Local Government Fund for state-municipal revenue sharing in that year by $66,718.  The resulting net reductions of General Fund revenue will be $1,241,476 in fiscal year 2000-01.





	The Department of Administrative and Financial Services, Bureau of Revenue Services will incur additional costs estimated to be $52,766 in fiscal year 2000-01 for computer programming costs to modify the Maine Automated Tax System and for one Tax Examiner position, effective January 1, 2001, to audit the eligibility of taxpayers claiming the credit. SUMMARY





	This amendment replaces the original bill and creates a state earned income credit equal to 5% of the federal earned income credit.  The credit is nonrefundable.  The amendment also changes the application date and adds an appropriation and fiscal note to the bill.
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
