	Amend the bill by inserting after section 1 the following:





	'Sec. 2.  Transfer of funds.  Notwithstanding the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 5, section 1507, the State Controller shall transfer $200,000 from the State Contingent Account to the unappropriated surplus of the General Fund no later than June 30, 2000.'





	Further amend the bill in section 2 in the blocked paragraph by adding at the end the following new sentence:  'This appropriation is to be considered one-time funding only.'





	Further amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section number to read consecutively.





	Further amend the bill by inserting at the end before the summary the following:

	This bill includes a General Fund appropriation of $200,000 in fiscal year 1999-00 for the Maine State Museum to bring an art exhibit currently located in Aomori, Japan to Maine as part of a cultural exchange.  No funding for this purpose is currently included in Public Law 1999, chapter 16, the "current services" budget, or in the Governor's proposed "Part 2" budget.





	This bill also requires the State Controller to transfer $200,000 in fiscal year 1999-00 from the State Contingent Account back to the unappropriated surplus of the General Fund as a means of funding the appropriation.'








SUMMARY





	This amendment requires the State Controller to transfer $200,000 from the State Contingent Account in fiscal year 1999-00 to the unappropriated surplus of the General Fund.  This transfer will fund the $200,000 General Fund appropriation in the same fiscal year to bring an art exhibit in Aomori, Japan to Maine. This amendment clarifies that the appropriation is one-time funding only.





	This amendment also adds a fiscal note to the bill.
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
