	Amend the bill in section 3 in paragraph H in the 2nd line (page 2, line 3 in L.D.) by inserting after the following: "products" the following:  'sold for human consumption'





	Further amend the bill in section 3 in paragraph H in the 3rd line (page 2, line 4 in L.D.) by striking out the following: "or" and inserting in its place the following:  'and'





	Further amend the bill by inserting at the end before the summary the following:








'FISCAL NOTE





	The Department of Transportation will incur some minor additional costs to enforce certain sign restrictions for areas that are immediately adjacent to state roads.  These costs can be absorbed within the department's existing budgeted resources.





	This bill may both increase and decrease the number of civil violations filed in the court system.  The net effect on the Judicial Department's workload and administrative costs will be minimal.  The net effect on the collection of fines will also be insignificant.'








SUMMARY





	This amendment limits the eligibility for roadside signs

advertising marine products to businesses that produce and sell the marine products on their premises; those businesses may erect only signs that advertise marine products sold for human consumption. The amendment also adds a fiscal note to the bill.
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
