	This bill includes a General Fund appropriation of $197,411 in fiscal year 2000-01 for 4 additional probation officer positions and related all other costs, effective October 1, 2000, due to an increase in the length of probation for persons convicted of domestic violence.  This amount is based on an estimated extended period of probation of 3 months and is also based on the department maintaining the current caseload of its officers.





	The Judicial Department may require additional General Fund appropriations to cover indigent defense costs resulting from an increase in probation revocation cases in Superior Court and District Court.  The amounts can not be estimated at this time. The additional workload and administrative costs associated with the minimal number of new cases filed in the court system can be absorbed within the budgeted resources of the Judicial Department.  The collection of additional fines may also increase General Fund revenue by minor amounts.'

SUMMARY





	The amendment replaces the bill and is the majority report of the Joint Standing Committee on Criminal Justice.  The amendment specifies that a person who is convicted of a Class D or Class E crime involving domestic violence must be sentenced to a period of probation of 2 years, except that the period of probation must be terminated when the person completes a certified batterers' intervention program.  The amendment also adds an appropriation section and a fiscal note to the bill.
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
