	The requirement that the State pay Medicare Part B premiums for retired teachers and state employees will increase employer contributions for retiree health insurance by a total of $3,258,392 in fiscal year 1999-00 and $4,344,522 in fiscal year 2000-01.





	This bill includes additional General Fund appropriations of $1,617,935 and $2,157,246 in fiscal years 1999-00 and 2000-01, respectively, for the retired teachers' portion.  General Fund appropriations of $697,194 and $929,592 and Highway Fund allocations of $308,406 and $411,208 in fiscal years 1999-00 and 2000-01, respectively, are also included and set aside in the salary plan reserve accounts to fund the increases for General Fund and Highway Fund employees.
