	Amend the bill in section 1 in that part designated "LEGISLATURE" in that part relating to "Education Research Institute" by striking out all of the blocked paragraph (page 1, lines 14 to 27 in L.D.) and inserting in its place the following:





'Provides funds to maintain the kindergarten to grade 12 education database in the amount of $75,000 each year and funds to support targeted research projects in the amount of $75,000 each year, for a total appropriation of $150,000 for each year.  The Legislature shall contract with the University of Maine System to continue these activities. These funds may not be used for travel.'





	Further amend the bill by inserting at the end before the summary the following:
