	This bill establishes the Renewable Resource Fund to be administered by the State Planning Office.  This fund will receive funds collected by the Public Utilities Commission from voluntary contributions to fund renewable resource research and development.  The amount of additional dedicated revenue that may be generated by these voluntary contributions can not be determined at this time.  Allocations from the Renewable Resource Fund of $500 each year in fiscal years 1999-00 and 2000-01 are included as base allocations for the new fund to authorize expenditures of any amounts received.
