'FISCAL NOTE





	Revising solid waste fee schedules may result in increased costs to municipalities if the net changes in the fee schedules represent an increase in fees paid.  The fee changes do not

require municipalities to expand or modify their activities, therefore, it does not represent a state mandate pursuant to the Constitution of Maine.





	The revision of certain dedicated fees will not result in any net change in total revenues collected by the Department of Environmental Protection.





	The State Planning Office will incur some minor additional costs to provide additional planning assistance to municipalities and regions for solid waste management.  These costs can be absorbed within the office's existing budgeted resources.'
