	4.  Special circumstances.  A nursing facility located more than 30 miles from the nearest licensed assisted living facility may admit or continue to care for persons who are eligible for care under a licensed assisted living services program.  Persons who may be provided care under this subsection must be provided information on available licensed assisted living and home care services prior to the beginning of such care and periodically thereafter.  A nursing facility may provide care for up to 6 persons at any one time under this subsection.  A nursing facility providing care for persons under this subsection shall comply with all applicable federal and state licensing requirements for those persons and the beds that they occupy. The commissioner shall adopt rules to implement this subsection, including reimbursement for care provided under this subsection. Rules adopted pursuant to this subsection are routine technical rules as defined in Title 5, chapter 375, subchapter II-A.





	Sec. 2.  Report.   By April 1, 2000, the Department of Human Services shall report to the Joint Standing on Health and Human Services on its experience with the provision of care under the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 22, section 3174-I, subsection 4.
