SUMMARY





	This amendment makes technical corrections to the resolve needed to make the resolve consistent with the legislative study guidelines.  Specifically, the amendment changes the date of the first meeting, clarifies the language concerning chairs, clarifies the compensation and staffing provisions and changes the reporting date.  The amendment also makes this an emergency measure.
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
