	Amend the bill by inserting at the end before the summary the following:








'FISCAL NOTE





	This bill may initially decrease the number of civil violations and license suspensions filed in the court system. The Judicial Department may realize some minor savings from reductions of workload and administrative costs associated with the minimal number of cases that will no longer be filed. Reductions in the collection of fines may decrease General Fund revenue by minor amounts.





	The Department of Human Services, the Department of Mental Health, Mental Retardation and Substance Abuse Services, the Department of Public Safety and the Department of the Attorney General will incur some minor additional costs to develop and implement alternative tobacco enforcement strategies.  These costs can be absorbed within the respective agencies' existing budgeted resources.





	If this bill results in an increase of the rate of illegal tobacco purchases by minors, federal grants for tobacco enforcement may be reduced.  The Department of Human Services receives approximately $400,000 annually and the Department of

Mental Health, Mental Retardation and Substance Abuse Services receives approximately $2,300,000 annually for this purpose.  The amount that could be impacted can not be determined at this time.'
