FISCAL NOTE





	This amendment increases the total estimated cost of this bond issue by $4,308,500.  Principal payments are increased by $3,500,000 and interest payments are increased by approximately $808,500.








SUMMARY





	This amendment provides $1,500,000 to investigate, abate, clean up and mitigate threats to the public health and environment from uncontrolled hazardous substance sites or other hazardous waste discharges.  It provides $2,500,000 to protect the State's drinking water resources by granting funds to cities and towns for the closure and cleanup of their solid waste landfills.
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
