FISCAL NOTE





	The estimated cost of sending this bond issue out to referendum will vary according to the total number of referenda enacted during the 119th First Regular Session to be submitted to the voters in November 1999.  The estimated cost to the Secretary of State if one to 6 referenda are enacted is $95,000.  Each additional referendum costs an additional $7,000.





	If approved by the voters, the total cost of this bond issue is estimated to be $16,618,500 with principal payments of $13,500,000 and interest payments of approximately $3,118,500.
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SUMMARY





	This amendment lowers the principal amount of the bond issue proposal from $17,000,000 to $13,500,000.





	It removes funding for the following issues:





	1.  $2,500,000 for the cleanup of tire stockpiles; and





	2.  $1,000,000 to construct new or to retrofit existing agricultural pollution control structures.
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
