	Sec. 2.  Report.  Resolved:  That the Maine Forest Service shall present its recommendations, together with any necessary implementing legislation, to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over forestry matters by January 1, 2001 as part of its report on the state of the State's forest mandated by the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 12, section 8879. The joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over forestry matters may submit legislation in the First Regular Session of the 120th Legislature to implement the recommendations of the Maine Forest Service.'

'FISCAL NOTE





	The Maine Forest Service within the Department of Conservation will incur some minor additional costs to develop certain recommendations pertaining to liquidation harvesting and to submit a required report to the Legislature.  These costs can be absorbed within the department's existing budgeted resources.'








SUMMARY
