FISCAL NOTE





	The Department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife will incur some minor additional costs to adopt certain rules.  These costs can be absorbed within the department's existing budgeted resources.








SUMMARY





	This amendment requires the Department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife to adopt rules regarding the powers of game wardens to stop a person, motor vehicle, all-terrain vehicle, snowmobile or watercraft.  Rules must be submitted to the Legislature by February 1, 2001 for review.  After October 1, 2001, a game

warden may not stop a person, motor vehicle, all-terrain vehicle, snowmobile or watercraft unless the stop is in conformity with rules approved by the Legislature.
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
