SUMMARY





	This amendment is the minority report of the committee.  It exempts the special Purple Heart medal recipient motorcycle license plate from the current sponsorship requirements for specialty license plates and breaks the text into subsections and adds headnotes.  The amendment also codifies the current practice of making a disabled veterans motorcycle license plate available to qualified veterans.





	The amendment also adds an allocation and a fiscal note to the bill.
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
