FISCAL NOTE





	Extending certain deadlines will avoid additional operating costs in some local schools by postponing the development of required school programs.  These extensions may additionally reduce future requests for General Fund appropriations for the Department of Education's General Purpose Aid for Local Schools program.








SUMMARY





	This amendment postpones certain statutory requirements for local school administrative units in the areas of maximum student-teacher ratios, guidance and counseling services, gifted and talented services and school accreditation until these requirements are integrated into Maine's system of learning results.
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
