FISCAL NOTE





	This amendment will increase the General Fund cost of the bill by $489,364 in fiscal year 2000-01, but will reduce the General Fund cost of the bill by $63,435 and $68,509 in fiscal years 2001-02 and 2002-03, respectively.





	This amendment eliminates the income tax credit with its associated loss of General Fund revenue, the decrease in the amounts transferred to the Local Government Fund for state-municipal revenue sharing and the General Fund appropriation to the Bureau of Revenue Services.





	As amended, this bill includes a General Fund appropriation of $694,840 for the Department of Human Services to reimburse pharmacies for unpaid prescription drug copayments of Medicaid recipients.  The estimated future costs in fiscal years 2001-02 and 2002-03 will be approximately $750,427 and $810,461, respectively.

	As amended, this bill also includes a Federal Expenditures Fund allocation of $1,266,248 in fiscal year 2000-01 for the federal match associated with reimbursing pharmacies for the unpaid prescription drug copayments of Medicaid recipients.  The estimated future costs in fiscal years 2001-02 and 2002-03 will be approximately $1,367,547 and $1,476,951, respectively.








SUMMARY





	This amendment replaces the bill and allows a pharmacy to submit a claim for reimbursement of costs and unpaid copayment to the department if a Medicaid recipient does not pay the copayment.  This amendment also adds an appropriation section and an allocation section to the bill.
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
