Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:





	Sec. 1.  23 MRSA §1203, as amended by PL 1971, c. 593, §22, is further amended by adding at the end a new paragraph to read:





	A marker placed along any road pursuant to this section must be 6 inches wide with a white background and black letters that spell the name of the municipality vertically.








SUMMARY





	This bill requires that the town line signs erected by the Department of Transportation be the traditional long narrow signs used in the past rather than the newer green metal signs with reflective lettering.
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
