	Amend the amendment in section 4 by inserting at the end the following:





	'The Commissioner of Public Safety shall reimburse those persons who were fingerprinted on a Saturday or a Sunday an amount equal to a full day's wages or salary for their expenses incurred in carrying out their responsibilities under this section.  This reimbursement for wages or salary is in addition to the amount required to be reimbursed under section 6103.'








FISCAL NOTE





	Requiring that certain individuals must be reimbursed for wages lost due to being fingerprinted on a Saturday or a Sunday may result in significant additional General Fund costs.  The amounts can not be determined at this time.








SUMMARY





	This amendment requires the Commissioner of Public Safety to provide any person who was fingerprinted on a Saturday or a Sunday with a reimbursement equal to a day's wages or salary for that person's expenses incurred in carrying out that person's

responsibilities pursuant to the laws regarding criminal history records checks in the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 20-A, section 6103.
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
