Interest earnings that would accrue to the General Fund because the Maine Rainy Day Fund is currently at its statutory cap would continue to accrue to the General Fund as a result of this amendment and avoid reductions of General Fund revenue in fiscal years 2000-01, 2001-02 and 2002-03.





	The impact of this amendment on transfers of any excess revenue to the Retiree Health Insurance Internal Service Fund pursuant to Part DD can not be determined at this time.








Summary





	This amendment transfers $30,000,000 from the Maine Rainy Day Fund to the Urban-Rural Initiative Program within the Department of Transportation.
