§1718.  Rulemaking required





	The department shall adopt rules amending the principles of reimbursement for nursing and residential care facilities to increase the amount of income that may be retained by the resident of a facility by a "cost-of-living adjustment."  The "cost-of-living adjustment" for any calendar year is the Consumer Price Index for the 12-month period ending June 30th of the preceding calendar year divided by the Consumer Price Index for the 12-month period ending June 30, 2001.  Rules adopted pursuant to this section are routine technical rules as defined by Title 5, chapter 375, subchapter II-A.

FISCAL NOTE





	This amendment will increase the General Fund cost of the bill by $131,426 in fiscal year 2000-01.  It includes a General Fund appropriation of $131,426 in fiscal year 2000-01 for the Department of Human Services to increase the amount of income that may be retained by a resident of a nursing home or residential care facility by a cost-of-living adjustment.  This amount is based on a cost-of-living adjustment for fiscal year 2000-01 of 2.5%.





	This amendment also includes a Federal Expenditures Fund allocation of $44,807 in fiscal year 2000-01 for the federal match associated with the change in the principles of reimbursement for nursing facilities.





	Due to the projected General Fund unappropriated surplus at the end of the 2000-2001 biennium, a balanced budget is maintained for the 2000-2001 biennium.








SUMMARY





	This amendment requires the Department of Human Services to adopt rules increasing annually the amount of income that may be retained by residents of nursing and residential care facilities by the cost of living.  It also includes an appropriation and an allocation.
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
