	4-A.  Payment for drugs provided.  The commissioner may establish the amount of payment to be made by recipients toward the cost of prescription or nonprescription drugs, medications and medical supplies furnished under this program as follows:



A.  For any covered purchase of a prescription or nonprescription drug or medication provided under the basic component of the program or any covered purchase of a generic prescription drug or medication under the supplemental component of the program:



 (1)  For a person at or below 100% of the federal poverty line, the total cost paid by the individual does not exceed 20% of the price allowed for that

prescription under program rules, or $2, whichever is greater;



 (2)  For a person above 100% but at or below 200% of the federal poverty line, the total cost paid by the individual does not exceed 50% of the price allowed for that prescription under program rules, or $2, whichever is greater; and



 (3)  For a person above 200% but at or below 300% of the federal poverty line, the total cost paid by the individual does not exceed 80% of the price allowed for that prescription under program rules, or $2, whichever is greater; and



B.  For the supplemental component of the program, except for the covered purchase of a generic prescription drug or medication, the total cost paid by the program for any covered purchase of a prescription drug or medication may not exceed $2.  For the supplemental component of the program, the total cost paid by the individual for any covered purchase of a prescription drug or medication may not exceed the cost of the program for that drug or medication less the $2 paid by the program.



After 2001, the commissioner shall establish an annual limit on the costs paid by eligible persons for covered prescription or nonprescription drugs or medications, after which the program must pay 80% of the costs of all covered prescription or nonprescription drugs or medications.  The annual limit for 2001 is $1,000 for a person at or below 100% of the federal poverty level; $1,500 for a person above 100% but at or below 200% of the federal poverty level; and $2,000 for a person above 200% but at or below 300% of the federal poverty level.  The commissioner may adjust the annual limit as necessary to operate the program within the program budget;

Philip Morris, et al., Kennebec County Superior Court, Docket No. CV-97-134.

FISCAL NOTE



	This amendment reduces the General Fund cost of the bill by $489,694 in fiscal year 2000-01.  This amendment replaces the General Fund appropriations in the bill totaling $816,904 with a General Fund appropriation of $327,210 in fiscal year 2000-01 for the Bureau of Revenue Services for the costs associated with expanding the eligibility for the elderly low-cost drug program.



	This amendment also strikes the Federal Expenditures Fund allocation of $19,819 in fiscal year 2000-01.



	This amendment also adds an Other Special Revenue funds allocation of $25,000,000 from the Fund for a Healthy Maine in fiscal year 2000-01 for the Department of Human Services to expand access to drugs and medicines for persons at or below 300% of the federal poverty level under the Elderly Low-cost Drug Program.  The allocation is offset by a deallocation of $25,000,000 from the Biennial Reserve Account in the Department of Administrative and Financial Services.
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SUMMARY



	This amendment strikes that portion of the bill, as amended by Committee Amendment "A," that establishes the Maine Prescription Drug Fair Pricing Act.  This amendment instead increases the eligibility for the basic component of the elderly low-cost drug program to persons at or below 300% of the federal poverty level, places a maximum on the out-of-pocket cost to those persons based on a sliding scale and expands access to drugs and medications through a benefit for generic drugs and a limit on out-of-pocket expenses in the supplemental component, after which the program will pay 80% of the costs.



	The amendment provides an allocation from the Fund for a Healthy Maine.
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
