An Act to Amend the Crime of Theft by Deception to Include False Impressions as to Identity
Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:
Sec. 1.  17‑A MRSA §354, sub-§2, ¶A, as enacted by PL 1975, c. 499, §1, is amended to read:

A.  Creates or reinforces an impression which that is false and which that the person does not believe to be true, including false impressions as to identity, law, value, knowledge, opinion, in​tention or other state of mind. Provided, how​ever,; except that an intention not to perform a promise, or knowledge that a promise will not be performed, shall may not be inferred from the fact alone that the promise was not performed;
