'FISCAL NOTE





	The estimated cost of sending this advisory referendum out to referendum will vary according to the total number of referenda enacted during the Second Regular Session of the 120th Legislature to be submitted to the voters in November.  The estimated cost to the Secretary of State if one to 6 referenda are enacted is $121,392.  Each additional referendum costs an additional $8,000.





	A fiscal note must be amended to the bill pursuant to Joint Rule 312.'








SUMMARY





	This amendment amends the original bill by submitting only one question regarding term limits to the voters.  The question asks the voter if the voter is in favor of repealing term limits for Legislators.
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
