C.  Exceed the maximum speed limits as long as life or property is not endangered, except that capital security officers and employees of the Department of Corrections may not exercise this privilege;'

	Further amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section number to read consecutively.











SUMMARY





	This amendment changes an incorrect reference from fire inspector to fire investigator.  It clarifies that vehicles driven by capital security officers are authorized emergency vehicles, but these vehicles are prohibited from exceeding maximum speed limits.  The amendment also clarifies that vehicles designed to respond to a weapon of mass destruction are authorized emergency response vehicles.
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
