	The Legislature will require additional General Fund appropriations of $2,275 in fiscal year 2001-02 and $3,195 in fiscal year 2002-03 for the per diem and expenses of legislative members and other eligible members of the Commission to Develop a Comprehensive Plan to Reduce Toxic Emissions and Expand Plastics Recycling and to print the required report.





	The additional costs associated with providing staffing assistance to the commission during the interim between legislative sessions can be absorbed by the Legislature utilizing existing budgeted resources.  If an extension of the reporting deadline is granted and the commission requires staffing assistance during the legislative session, the Legislature may require an additional General Fund appropriation to contract for staff services.





	The State Planning Office within the Executive Department, the Department of Environmental Protection and the Department of Agriculture, Food and Rural Resources will incur some minor additional costs to participate as ex officio members of the commission.  These costs can be absorbed within the agencies' existing budgeted resources.'








SUMMARY





	This amendment changes the membership of the Commission to Develop a Comprehensive Plan to Reduce Toxic Emissions and Expand Plastics Recycling by replacing a member from the Maine Chamber of Commerce with a representative of the plastics industry and adding a representative of the Maine Resource Recovery Association and a representative of the Maine Municipal Association.  The amendment also deletes the task of studying the feasibility of banning the incineration of polyvinyl chloride and other plastics and replaces it with the task of studying the feasibility of reducing the toxicity of waste, including the diversion of polyvinyl chloride from incineration.  It also adds an appropriation section and a fiscal note to the resolve.
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
