	Amend the bill in section 4 in that part designated "§1243-A." by inserting at the end the following:





	'This section may be enforced by any law enforcement officer.'





	Further amend the bill by striking out all of section 6.





	Further amend the bill in section 7 in subsection 1 in the 6th and 7th lines (page 2, lines 31 and 32 in L.D.) by striking out the following: "has the same meaning as in section 7824, subsection 12" and inserting in its place the following: 'means a snowmobile that has not been registered in this State or any other state or for which sales tax has not been paid in this State or any other state if that other state taxes the purchase of a new snowmobile'





	Further amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section number to read consecutively.








SUMMARY





	This amendment removes the provision that would have required the Commissioner of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife and

municipal agents to make determinations regarding the validity of franchise agreements prior to registering new snowmobiles. Further, the amendment adds language authorizing any law enforcement officer to enforce the unlawful sales provision.
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
