	This amendment reduces the General Fund cost of the bill in fiscal year 2002-03 by $484,384,522 by implementing a statewide deappropriation to be distributed by financial order.  The impact on state agencies and programs can not be determined at this time.








SUMMARY





	This amendment decreases state spending by an additional $484,384,522.  This amendment reduces General Fund appropriations to reflect the amount of the budget implemented in fiscal year 1996-97 adjusted for changes in the Consumer Price Index since that time and further adjusted for amounts that are deappropriated elsewhere in Committee Amendment "A."
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
