	Further amend the bill in section 1 in subsection 4 in the 2nd line (page 1, line 16 in L.D.) by striking out the following:  "1993" and inserting in its place the following: '2003'





	Further amend the bill by striking out all of section 2 and inserting in its place the following:





	'Sec. 2.  Application; retroactivity; transition.  Notwithstanding the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 1, section 302, this Act applies retroactively to injuries occurring on or after January 1, 2003.  For injuries occurring before the effective date of this Act, the 120-day time limit for payment of the lump sum benefit provided in Title 39-A, section 212, subsection 2-A or subsection 4 is deemed to run from the effective date of this Act or the date that a doctor's certificate is provided, whichever is later.'
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SUMMARY





	This amendment is the majority report of the Joint Standing Committee on Labor.  It makes the bill applicable to injuries occurring on or after January 1, 2003 rather than to injuries occurring on or after January 1, 1993.
