Port and ferry improvements by $2,750,000, of which an increase of $1,000,000 to a total of $3,000,000 is dedicated to the replacement of the Governor Curtis ferry vessel and an increase of $550,000 to a total of $1,200,000 is dedicated to the Small Harbor Improvement Program.
