The Department of Environmental Protection shall report its findings to the Joint Standing Committee on Natural Resources by January 30, 2006.  The Joint Standing Committee on Natural Resources is authorized to report out legislation in connection with the review to the Second Regular Session of the 122nd Legislature.'
