SUMMARY





	This amendment adds $17,450,000 of bond proposals to Part F. These funds will be used to construct and upgrade water pollution control facilities; to abate, clean up and remediate threats to public health and the environment from uncontrolled hazardous substance sites and landfills; for grants to match local money and assist urban municipalities in complying with new federal storm water regulations; to replace air quality monitoring
