	Further amend the amendment in Part D in section 6 in that part relating to "UNIVERSITY OF MAINE" in the 2nd blocked paragraph in the first line (page 12, line 24 in amendment) by striking out the following:  "$1,000,000" and inserting in its place the following:  '$2,000,000'





	Further amend the amendment in Part D in section 10 by striking out all of the question (page 13, lines 15 to 29 in amendment) and inserting in its place the following:





'"Do you favor a $20,000,000 bond issue to stimulate economic growth and job creation through investments in the Maine economy in anticipation of approximately $44,000,000 in federal and private funds for medical research and development; marine research and development; equity investments in small Maine companies with potential for high growth; the New Century Community Program for capital improvements to cultural resources; the renovation of Camden Hall on the University of Maine Bangor campus for a graduate

SUMMARY





	This amendment removes the authorization for a $1,000,000 bond issue for the development of the Sunrise Business and Career Center in the Town of Jonesboro and instead increases the $1,000,000 bond issue to renovate Camden Hall on the University of Maine Bangor campus for a graduate school for biomedical science to $2,000,000.
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
