A 2 

distributor may not sell, market or otherwise distribute gambling apparatus or implements 3 

to a person or organization, except to persons or organizations licensed to operate or 4 

conduct games of chance under section 1832, licensed to conduct a special raffle under 5 

section 1837, subsection 2 or eligible to conduct a raffle pursuant to section 1837, 6 

subsection 1. A distributor may not lease or loan or otherwise distribute free of charge 7 

any gambling apparatus or implements to an organization eligible to operate a game of 8 

chance, except that a distributor may lease gambling apparatus or implements to an 9 

agricultural society licensed to operate games of chance on the grounds of the agricultural 10 

society and during the annual fair of the agricultural society as long as the distributor 11 

does not charge the agricultural society an amount in excess of 50% of the gross revenue 12 

from any licensed game of chance. 13 

A licensee shall acquire gambling apparatus and implements from a distributor licensed 14 

under this section, unless the gambling apparatus or implements are printed, 15 

manufactured or constructed by the licensed organization. At no time may any licensee 16 

print, manufacture or construct any gambling apparatus or implements for distribution to 17 

any other licensee. The applicant for a distributor's license, or, if the applicant is a firm, 18 

corporation, association or other organization, its resident manager, superintendent or 19 

official representative shall file an application with the Chief of the State Police director 20 

on a form provided by the Chief of the State Police director. The Chief of the State Police 21 

director shall furnish to each applicant a current copy of this chapter and the rules 22 

adopted under section 1843 and to each licensee a copy of any changes or additions to 23 

this chapter and the rules adopted under section 1843. 24 

3.  Sales agreements. A distributor shall forward to the Chief of the State Police 25 

director, prior to delivery of any gambling machine to the purchaser, a copy of all sales 26 

agreements, sales contracts or any other agreements involving the sale of any gambling 27 

machine. The terms of the sales contract must include, but are not limited to, the name of 28 

seller, name of purchaser, address of seller, address of purchaser, description of the 29 

gambling machine including serial number and model name and number, total sale price, 30 
any arrangement or terms for payments and the date of final payment. 31 

Any change, modification or alteration of these agreements must be reported to the Chief 32 

of the State Police director by the purchaser within 6 days of the change, modification or 33 

alteration. 34 

4.  Service agreements. With the sale of any gambling machine involving a service 35 

agreement, the distributor shall forward to the Chief of the State Police director a copy of 36 

the agreement prior to delivery of the machine. The terms of the service agreements must 37 

include, but are not limited to, the name of seller, name of purchaser, address of seller, 38 

address of purchaser, description of machine to be serviced including serial number and 39 

model name and number and all prices and payments for that service. 40 

Any change, modification or alteration of the agreement must be reported to the Chief of 41 

the State Police director by the purchaser within 6 days of the change, modification or 42 

alteration. 43 
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5.  Agricultural societies; lease agreements.  When a gambling apparatus or 1 

implement is leased as provided in subsection 2 to an agricultural society, the distributor 2 

shall forward to the Chief of the State Police director a copy of the lease agreement prior 3 

to delivery of the gambling apparatus or implement.  The terms of the lease must include, 4 

but are not limited to, the name of the lessor; address of the lessor; name of the lessee; 5 

address of the lessee; description of the gambling apparatus or implement; serial number, 6 

model name or number of the gambling apparatus or implement; and all prices and 7 

payments for the lease.  Each lease must be for a specific period of time no longer than 8 

the duration of the annual fair of that lessee, and each gambling apparatus must have its 9 
own separate lease.  Gambling apparatus or implements leased under this section: 10 

A.  May be operated only for the exclusive benefit of the agricultural society, except 11 

that the agricultural society may pay a distributor up to 50% of gross gaming revenue 12 

in accordance with subsection 2; and 13 

B.  Must bear the name and address of the distributor. 14 

6.  Reports. At the end of each calendar month, a distributor or printer shall file with 15 

the Chief of the State Police director a report indicating: 16 

A.  The names and addresses of all persons or organizations to which the distributor 17 

or printer has distributed equipment and the dates of the distribution; 18 

B.  A description of the equipment distributed, including serial number and model 19 

name and number; and 20 

C.  The quantities of any equipment distributed. 21 

7.  Retention and inspection of records. A distributor or printer shall maintain and 22 

keep for a period of 3 years, on the premises of the distributor or printer, any records that 23 

may be necessary to substantiate the reports required by this section or by the rules 24 

adopted under this chapter. The records must be open to inspection, and a licensee may 25 

not refuse the Chief of the State Police director or the chief's director's representative 26 

permission to inspect or audit the records. Refusal to permit inspection or audit of the 27 

records does not constitute a crime under this chapter but constitutes grounds for 28 
revocation of license. 29 

8.  Reports generally.  The Chief of the State Police director shall require from any 30 

licensed printer or distributor, or from any organization authorized to operate a game of 31 

chance, whatever reports determined necessary by the chief for the purpose of the 32 
administration and enforcement of this chapter. 33

§1842.  Investigations and actions on licenses; evidence 36 

1.  Investigation.   The Chief of the State Police shall investigate or cause to be 37 

investigated all complaints made to the chief or to the director and all violations of this 38 
chapter or the rules adopted pursuant to section 1843. 39 
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2.  Refusal to issue, modify or renew; modification; suspension; revocation. Each 1 

of the following is grounds for an action to refuse to issue, modify or renew or to modify, 2 

suspend or revoke the license of a distributor or printer licensed under this chapter: 3 

A.  The distributor or printer or its resident manager, superintendent or official 4 

representative made or caused to be made a false statement of material fact in 5 

obtaining a license under this chapter or in connection with service rendered within 6

B.  The distributor or printer or its resident manager, superintendent or official 8 

representative violated any provision of this chapter or any rule adopted by the Chief 9 

of the State Police director under section 1843.

14 days to comply. Failure to comply within the 14-day period is grounds for an 13 

action under this section. 14 

(2)  If a distributor or printer violates section 1840, subsection 1 or 2, the Chief of 15 

the State Police director is not required to give the notice or allow the compliance 16 

period provided in subparagraph (1); or 17 

C.  The distributor or printer or its resident manager, superintendent or official 18

(1)  Convicted of a crime under this chapter or Title 17-A, chapter 39; or 20

3.  Director.  The Chief of the State Police director may: 23 

A.  Investigate all aspects of this chapter including the direct and indirect ownership 24 

or control of any licenses; 25 

B.  Suspend, revoke or refuse to issue a license, after notice and the opportunity for a 26 

hearing, if the applicant, applicant's agent or employee, licensee or licensee's agent or 27 

employee violates a provision of this chapter or Title 17-A, chapter 39 or fails to 28 

meet the statutory requirements for licensure pursuant to this chapter; 29 

C.  Immediately suspend or revoke a license if there is probable cause to believe that 30 

the licensee or the licensee's agent or employee violated section 1832, subsection 8, 31 

paragraph C; section 1841, subsection 2; or a provision of Title 17-A, chapter 39; 32 

D.  Issue a subpoena in the name of the State Police in accordance with Title 5, 33 

section 9060, except that this authority applies to any stage of an investigation under 34 

this chapter and is not limited to an adjudicatory hearing.  This authority may not be 35 

used in the absence of reasonable cause to believe a violation has occurred.  If a 36 

witness refuses to obey a subpoena or to give any evidence relevant to proper inquiry 37 

by the chief, the Attorney General may petition the Superior Court in the county 38 

where the refusal occurred to find the witness in contempt.  The Attorney General 39 

shall cause to be served on that witness an order requiring the witness to appear 40 

before the Superior Court to show cause why the witness should not be adjudged in 41

The Chief of the 20 

State Police director shall notify the applicant or licensee in writing, before a license is 21 

denied, suspended or revoked pursuant to subsection 3, paragraph B, of the intended 22 

denial or commencement date of the suspension or revocation, which may not be made 23 

any sooner than 96 hours after the licensee's receipt of the notice, of the duration of the 24 

suspension or revocation and of the right to a hearing pursuant to this subsection.  The 25 

applicant or licensee has the right to request a hearing before the Commissioner of Public 26 

Safety or the commissioner's designee.  Upon the applicant's or licensee's request for a 27 

hearing, the Commissioner of Public Safety shall provide a hearing.

A licensee whose license is immediately 38 

suspended or revoked by the Chief of the State Police director pursuant to subsection 3, 39 

paragraph C must be notified in writing of the duration of the suspension or revocation 40 

and the licensee's right to request a hearing before the Commissioner of Public Safety or 41 

the commissioner's designee.  Upon the licensee's request for a hearing, the 42 

Commissioner of Public Safety shall provide a hearing.  The hearing must comply with 43 

the Maine Administrative Procedure Act.  The purpose of the hearing is to determine 44 

whether a preponderance of the evidence establishes that the licensee or the licensee's 45 

agent or employee violated section 1832, subsection 8, paragraph C; section 1841, 46 
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subsection 2; or a provision of Title 17-A, chapter 39.  A request for a hearing may not be 1 

made any later than 48 hours after the licensee is notified of the suspension or revocation.  2 

A hearing may not be held any later than 10 days after the date the commissioner receives 3 
the request. 4 

6.  Access to premises.  A person, firm, corporation, association or organization 5 

making application to the Chief of the State Police director to conduct or operate a game 6 

of chance or any such person, firm, corporation, association or organization authorized 7 

under this chapter to conduct or operate a game of chance shall permit inspection of any 8 

equipment, prizes, records or items and materials used or to be used in the conduct or 9 

operation of a game of chance by the Chief of the State Police director or the chief's 10 

director's authorized representative. 11 

A firm, corporation, association or organization licensed to conduct or operate a game of 12 

chance shall permit at any time the Department of Public Safety or the city or town fire 13 

inspectors of the municipality in which the licensed game is being conducted to enter and 14 

inspect the licensed premises. 15

The Chief of the State Police director may adopt routine technical rules pursuant to 18

Sec. 58.  Report; legislation.  The Executive Director of the Gambling Control 31 

Board within the Department of Public Safety shall review the laws governing the 32 

administration and enforcement of the laws governing beano and games of chance and 33 

submit a report by February 1, 2012 to the Joint Standing Committee on Veterans and 34 

Legal Affairs.  The report must include recommendations for legislation to amend the 35 

laws governing beano and games of chance to ensure that the executive director is vested 36 

with the authority to administer those laws and that the Commissioner of Public Safety 37 

will provide law enforcement assistance as necessary.  The Joint Standing Committee on 38 

Veterans and Legal Affairs is authorized to submit legislation in relation to this report to 39 
the Second Regular Session of the 125th Legislature.

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SUMMARY 1 

This bill transfers the responsibility of the administration of the laws governing beano 2 

and games of chance from the Chief of the State Police to the Executive Director of the 3 

Gambling Control Board within the Department of Public Safety.  It also requires the 4 

executive director to submit a report to the Joint Standing Committee on Veterans and 5 

Legal Affairs with recommended legislation to ensure that the executive director has been 6 
vested with the authority to completely administer those laws. 7
