SUMMARY 31 

This bill changes the name of the Department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife, 32 

Division of Licensing, Registration and Engineering to the Division of Licensing and 33 
Registration and enacts a new Division of Engineering. 34 

It broadens the law that provided for increased fines in Washington County for 35 

hunting or possessing antlerless deer to cover any wildlife management district where 36 

antlerless deer permits have not been issued due to decreased deer populations. 37 
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It also prohibits leaving an ice fishing shack on a landowner's shorefront without 1 

permission and allows that landowner to remove the shack after April 1st. 2 

It also broadens to residents of other states the Commissioner of Inland Fisheries and 3 

Wildlife's authority to revoke, suspend or refuse to issue a license to a person who has 4 

killed, wounded or recklessly endangered the safety of another human being while 5 
hunting. 6 

It no longer requires that whenever a license or permit to hunt is in the form of a 7 

stamp, the licensee has to affix the stamp on the license and sign it. 8 

It clarifies that a person may not obtain or possess a license or permit through fraud, 9 

misstatement or misrepresentation. 10 

It clarifies that a person who is 70 years of age and holds a valid senior lifetime 11 

license at any time during the calendar year that the person turns 70 years of age is 12 
entitled to all hunting permits and licenses. 13 

It modifies the current tree stand laws to include all types of stands that people use 14 

for hunting, such as freestanding tripods, rather than just stands that are attached to trees. 15 

It enables the enforcement of the laws regarding the placement of bear bait.  16 

Currently a person can claim that the person did not place the bait and therefore is not in 17 

violation of any laws. 18 

It also requires persons operating ATVs who are required to have completed a 19 

training course to provide proof of having completed that course upon request by a law 20 
enforcement officer. 21 

It also changes the laws regarding submitting to chemical tests when involved in an 22 

accident while hunting or on a recreational vehicle to mirror similar laws in the Maine 23 
Revised Statutes, Title 29-A. 24 

It also includes currency in the items that must be forfeited by violators of fish and 25 

wildlife laws. 26 

The Atlantic State Marine Fisheries Commission is reducing the alewife harvest 27 

along the entire eastern seaboard.  The bill establishes a daily bag limit of 25 alewives; 28 
this change keeps the limit consistent with the department rules. 29 

It reduces the fee a nonresident must pay to exchange a 15-day nonresident fishing 30 

license for an annual license to the difference between the 15-day license and the annual 31 

license and $2 to the clerk or issuing agent. 32 

It also authorizes the commissioner to allow nonresidents to trap beaver in designated 33 

wildlife management districts where a higher harvest is necessary. 34 

It clarifies that reptiles cannot be taken for commercial purposes. 35 

It also prohibits baiting moose. 36 
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It clarifies that a person who holds a 2nd spring wild turkey permit may take only one 1 

turkey per day. 2 

It changes the term "rabbits" to "snowshoe hare" in the provisions regarding the 3 

training of dogs on game. 4
