In accordance with 20-A MRSA, section 15618-A, a report of all school administrative unit state and local revenues designated for K - 12 education in their FY 97 budgets has been compiled and a copy is provided for your use.


It should be noted that the amounts budgeted in the various categories may not be the same as actual expenditures for these categories, for the following reasons:


	1.	Some budgeted amounts may be unexpended and carried forward to the following year.  The statewide balance forward, for all budget categories, is usually between 2% and 3%.


	2.	School administrative units which do not utilize a line-item budget may transfer funds to other categories.


	3.	For certain types of funds that are transferred between school administrative units (for tuition costs and for transportation and other services provided to another school administrative unit), the amount is budgeted in both school administrative units, since each unit must appropriate these funds.  Since these instances cannot be netted out in the State Total Summary, the state totals will overestimate actual expenditures to some degree.


	4.	The budget information for the town of Fayette is not included because the town of Fayette has not submitted the necessary data to the Department of Education.

It is kind of a delicate and difficult thing to talk about because when you talk about limiting, you are talking about people who are very dedicated and by and large are very independent thinkers, like we all are.

People who have had a career in government, let’s face it, we would be part of the government. Some of the arguments that have come up, what if we have more than four fishermen on Marine Resources Committee?  These aren’t government people, okay.  We are focusing on the government. There is a fear that this would just snowball and then what if, what if and what about, what about.  If you just focus the fact that these are government people being part of the government, I think they should be limited to four.  We need to maintain this as a citizen government.  We run the risk of becoming government by the government.  Thank you.
