 RECOGNIZING PEACE EFFORTS IN NORTHERN IRELAND

	WHEREAS, the celebration of St. Patrick's Day reminds us of the ongoing quest for peace in Northern Ireland; and

	WHEREAS, the people of Maine and the people of Ireland have been deeply touched by the decades of violence in Northern Ireland; and

	WHEREAS, former United States Senator George Mitchell of Maine has played a key role in the ongoing peace negotiations to help establish economic stability; now, therefore, be it

	RESOLVED:  That We, the members of the 118th Legislature now assembled in the First Regular Session, extend our heartfelt support and encouragement for efforts to bring about a lasting peace in Northern Ireland; and be it further

	RESOLVED:  That suitable copies of this resolution, duly authenticated by the Secretary of State, be transmitted to His Excellency, Dermot A. Gallagher, Ambassador of Ireland and the Honorable George J. Mitchell.

	The SPEAKER:  The Chair recognizes the Representative from Portland, Representative Brennan.

	Representative BRENNAN� XE "BRENNAN:Remarks" �:  Madam Speaker, Ladies and Gentlemen of the House.  Last year when we had a similar order that came before the House, Representative O’Gara, who is now Senator O’Gara, told me that in the 12 years that he had been in the House there was never a time that St. Patrick’s Day fell on a day that we were in session.  This year is no different.  As you know St. Patrick’s Day falls on Monday and we are not in session that day and that is why this Joint Order is before you today.

	When we think about St. Patrick’s Day, we think about dances, parades and we think about parties.  At the same time, we think about the situation that is facing Northern Ireland.  In 1995, this House passed a similar resolution and at that time we had high hopes that there would be a peace in Northern Ireland.  At that time, there were peace negotiations and there was a cease fire and there were, again, high hopes that we would be able to move forward and achieve a piece in Northern Ireland.  Unfortunately, over the last two years, those peace efforts have floundered a little bit and even more recently Senator Mitchell has called off further discussions until this spring or June of this year.

	The reason this resolution is before us is I don’t believe that by sending this that we will necessarily bring about peace in Northern Ireland, but it will be a message to Senator Mitchell that we are thinking about him and his efforts and that we are supporting him in his efforts and that we have not given up hope for peace in Northern Ireland.  I hope that by sending this expression to Senator Mitchell that it will redouble his efforts and that it will make him more optimistic for peace in Northern Ireland.

	I want to wish everybody a happy St. Patrick’s Day and I am glad to see that at least the public notices for next week were printed in green.  Thank you.
