She has had a role in the whole issue of unlicensed assisted personnel in our health care system, certified nursing assistants, advanced practice nursing and Maine is one of the leaders in the whole profession of nursing in some of the things we have done here in the State of Maine.

	As this special sentiment acknowledges, she has been instrumental in bringing nursing organizations together to work together to further the profession of nursing in the State of Maine and to protect the public, because that is really what nursing regulation is all about.
