Amend the bill by striking out the title and substituting the following:

'An Act To Increase the Minimum Wage'

Amend the bill by striking out everything after the enacting clause and before the
summary and inserting the following:

'Sec. 1. 26 MRSA §664, sub-§1, as amended by PL 2007, c. 640, §4, is further
amended to read:

1. Minimum wage. The minimum hourly wage is $6-50-perhour—Starting Oetober

wae b7 er-hour—Starting e he minimum hourly wage is $7.50 per
hour. Starting October 1, 2016, the minimum hourly wage is $8.00 per hour. Starting
October 1, 2017, the minimum hourly wage is $8.50 per hour. Starting October 1, 2018,
the minimum hourly wage is $9.00 per hour. If the highest federal minimum wage is
increased in excess of the minimum wage in effect under this section, the minimum wage
under this section is increased to the same amount, effective on the same date as the
increase in the federal minimum wage, but in no case may the minimum wage exceed the
minimum wage otherwise in effect under this section by more than $1 per hour.

A municipality or political subdivision of the State may not enact any ordinance, law or
rule regulating the minimum hourly wage rate.

A minor under 14 years of age may not be employed, permitted or suffered to work in
nonagricultural employment, abeut or in connection with agriculture, except for the
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planting, cultivating or harvesting of field crops or other agricultural employment not in
direct contact W1th hazardous machlnery or hazardous substances—avﬁly—eatl-ﬂg—pl-aeoL

§773. Minors 14 and 15 years of age prohibited in certain places

A minor wader who is at least 14 years of age and younger than 16 years of age may
not be employed, permitted or suffered to work in, about or in connection with any
manufacturing or mechanical establishment, hetelreoming-heuse; laundry, except those
commonly known as automatic laundries, dry cleaning establishments, bakery;-bewling
aﬂ%peekeem or commercial places of amusement, including traveling shows and

circuses, er-in-any-theater-or-meving-pieture-house or in conjunction with an amusement,

The provisions of this section pertaining to manufacturing establishments shalt do not
apply to retail establishments employing minors under who are at least 14 years of age
and younger than 16 years of age whe-are-employed—in—retail-establishments where any
frozen dairy product or frozen dairy product mix or related food product is manufactared
produced on the premises for retail sales locally, regardless of trade name or brand or
coined name.

The provisions of this section pertaining to manufacturing—or—mechanical
establishments; laundries;-dry-cleaning-establishments—and bakeries shall do not apply to
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minors under who are at least 14 years of age and younger than 16 years of age who are
employed in retail sales, customer service operations or office work for these
establishments, provided that retail, customer service or office arcas are in a separate
room.

Notwithstanding other provisions of this section, a minor under who is at least 14
years of age and younger than 16 years of age may be employed at a commercial place of
amusement operating at a permanent location, except that minors wndert6—years-ofage
may not be employed at games of chance as defined in Title 17, chapter 62 or hazardous
occupations as determined by the director.

In
addition, the maximum weekly hours a minor may work is 50 hours during any week
that the approved school calendar for the minor's school is less than 3 days or during
the first or last week of the school calendar, regardless of how many days the minor's
school is in session for the week. If requested, a school must provide verification of
its closings to the minor's employer or the Department of Labor;

D. More than 6 hours in any day when the minor's school is in session, except that
the minor may work up to 8 hours on the last scheduled day of the school week;

F. After 045 11:00 p.m. on a day preceding a day on which the minor's school is in
session or after 12 midnight on a day that does not precede such a school day; or

G. Before 7 a.m. on a day on which the minor's school is in session or before 5 a.m.
on any other day.

(1) A minor who has been excused from attendance by school officials in
accordance with Title 20-A, section 5001-A, subsection 2 or subsection 3, except
that a minor who has been excused in accordance with subsection 3 may not be
employed during the hours that the minor's school or approved home instruction
program is in session;

(2) A student in an alternative education plan that includes a work experience
component;

(3) A student in an approved vocational cooperative education program; or

(4) A student who is granted permission for an early school release by the
school principal.

The hours worked by a student in an alternative education plan or in an approved
vocational cooperative education program may not be included in determining the
student's total hours of permitted employment under subsection 1 and subsection 2.

SUMMARY

This amendment, which is the minority report of the committee, strikes the bill and
replaces it with the following provisions governing the minimum wage and the
employment of minors.

1. It raises the minimum wage rate to $8.00 per hour, starting October 1, 2016, $8.50
per hour starting October 1, 2017 and $9.00 per hour starting October 1, 2018.

2. It prohibits a municipality from enacting or enforcing its own minimum wage rate.

3. It conforms Maine law to federal law by providing that minors who are younger
than 14 years of age may be employed only in the planting, cultivating or harvesting of
field crops, or other agricultural employment that does not place them in direct contact
with hazardous machinery or hazardous substances.

4. It conforms to federal law the hours that minors who are 16 years of age and 17
years of age may work by extending the permissible time until which such a minor may
work on a day preceding a school day.

5. It eliminates the prohibition on minors under 16 years of age working more than 6
consecutive days.

6. It eliminates the prohibition on minors under 18 years of age working more than
50 hours per week when school is not in session.

7. It specifies that the restrictions on the hours of employment of minors do not apply
to:

A. Agricultural employment that does not require direct contact with hazardous
machinery or hazardous substances;

B. Employment or training as a theatrical actor or a film actor;
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C. The taking or catching of lobsters, fish or other marine organisms, as long as the
work does not require direct contact with hazardous machinery or hazardous
substances; and

D. Work at a business that is solely owned by the minor's parent, as long as the work
does not require direct contact with hazardous machinery or hazardous substances.

8. It adds an appropriations and allocations section.
