The public comment period will not be divided into separ ate blocks by policy committee or
departmentsthough Policy Committees areinvited to send representativesto hear
testimony and the written testimony will be availableto their members. Testimony will be
taken in the order of sign-upsor at the discretion of the Chairs. Sign-upswill begin at 8:00
am at the table located right outside the committee room. Y ou may hot sign up anyone
other than your self.
