§1401-A. Limitation on definition of "certificate of approval holder"

Notwithstanding section 2, subsection 8, as used in this chapter, unless the context otherwise
indicates, "certificate of approval holder" means an in-state manufacturer of malt liquor or wine
licensed under section 1355-A or an out-of-state manufacturer of or out-of-state wholesaler of malt
liquor or wine that has been issued a certificate of approval under section 1361.
