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§660.  Refusal of certificate of title or salvage
The Secretary of State shall refuse to issue a certificate of title or salvage or may withdraw a 

certificate of title or salvage if the required fee is not paid or if the Secretary of State has reason to 
believe that:  [PL 1995, c.

1.  Applicant not owner.  The applicant is not the owner of the vehicle;
