MRS Title 15, §4. COUNTY LINES TERMINATING AT OR NEAR TIDEWATERS; COURSE

§4. County lines terminating at or near tidewaters; course

The lines of the several counties of the State which terminate at or in tidewaters shall run by the
principal channel in such directions as to include, within the counties to which they belong, the several
islands in said waters, and after so including such islands shall run in the shortest and most direct line
to the extreme limit of the waters under the jurisdiction of this State, and all waters between such lines
off the shores of the respective counties shall be a part of, and held to be within, such counties,
respectively.
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
