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§3776.  Sales by minors
1.  Prohibition.  A scrap metal processor may not purchase scrap metal from a minor unless:
A.  The minor is accompanied by the minor's parent or guardian; and  [PL 2007, c. 549, §1

B.  The parent or guardian provides a written statement to the scrap metal processor that the 
transaction is taking place with the parent's or guardian's full knowledge and consent.  [PL 2007,

2.  Retention of statement.  A scrap metal processor shall preserve and keep on file and make
