Mr. President, men 
and women of the Senate, it seems like common sense to us that 
we allow parents to have the decision to remove students from 
several aspects of the curriculum if they were to disagree with it.  I 
just wanted to step up and make that statement and request it 
from our leadership, a Roll Call. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  A roll call has been ordered.  The Chair 
recognizes the Senator from York, Senator Rafferty. 
 
Senator RAFFERTY:  Thank you, Mr. President.  I just appreciate 
those comments from the Senator, but I just want to bring the 
attention to the Chamber that there are rules that allow for folks to 
opt out currently, and it is required that the Commissioner develop 
accommodation provisions for instances where a course’s content 
conflicts with religious beliefs and practices of a student or a 
guardian.  And there’s also an area where if a - there is a parent 
feels that they want to have their child not in a class that talks 
about some of the sex education topics that exist, those are 
already built-in protections.  And this is just basically asking for 
kind of a carte blanche approach to say if this topic, I don’t - I 
challenge this topic, I don’t agree with this topic, and I want my 
child to opt out.  And I just think that that’s - the protections are 
there, and I think that you could potentially do that at the local 
level if you had that conversation within your school, but I think it 
opens a huge can of worms in terms of what that does to our 
learning results and the ultimate goals in terms of our education.  
An example, I was a Phys Ed guy for a long time, and how could 
this possibly be an issue in Phys Ed?  Well, I was teaching a 
strength and conditioning class several years ago, and we were in 
the weight room.  And the next day, I got phone calls from an 
angry parent, and the parent was concerned and said she wanted 
her son to be allowed to opt out of conditioning.  And her 
justification was that weight lifting - in her opinion, weight lifting 
stunts your growth.  So, there’s a lot of different issues out there, 
and I think that, you know, we do have to trust that some of these 
existing curriculums are there for a reason and, again, as I said, 
there are opt-out options for you given certain circumstances.

We leave it up to the parents, that’s what we - 
where we really feel differently in terms of the division here.  So, I 
would ask that you oppose the pending motion so we can go on 
and accept the Ought to Pass as Amended.  Thank you.

Senator RAFFERTY:  Thanks again, Mr. President.  And, you 
know, I believe that the issues outlined in this particular bill, 
they’re spelled out quite clearly and they list eight concepts that 
are currently not taught in Maine, nor can they be found taught in 
any public school curriculum nationwide.  They stem from what’s, 
you know, referred nationally as a critical race theory, and I just 
argue that they are not currently taught.  There’s no plan to teach 
them in Maine nor anywhere else in a public high school.  So, I 
think there are - this already exists and we’re asking to pass a bill 
on a curriculum that doesn’t exist.  Thank you.

This is the concealed 
carry bill that a lot of you are familiar with and a lot of people feel 
that lives are lost as a result of not being able to have somebody 
in a school who has - who is properly qualified and has had the 
training to be able to carry a weapon and defend our children 
against assaults.  And so, this would allow that those handguns 
would be able to be possessed.  Thank you. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from York, 
Senator Rafferty. 
 
As I read it, I 
find no evidence that the person carrying has any relationship or 
any function at the school in terms of they’re not hired to work 
there, it could be anyone.  It just basically says this allows 
individuals with concealed carry permits to possess handguns on 
school property.  It doesn’t explain any function for them to be 
there.  So, they might be there at a baseball game or basketball 
game or just walking through the building for whatever reason.  
So, again, I see no - I think this is a dangerous zone to get into, 
and don’t see the need to pass this and ask that you support the 
Ought Not to Pass motion.  Thank you. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Androscoggin, Senator Brakey. 
 
Senator BRAKEY:  Thank you, Mr. President.  I’ll be very brief.  I 
just wanted to share quickly a story I always recall from a 
constituent of mine who was telling me once he - I think he went 
to like a local baseball game being hosted by the school, his son 
was on, he went out to watch his son play - play baseball.  And as 
he was sitting there at the game on school grounds - and he’s an 
individual with a concealed carry permit who is highly trained and 
carries regularly and he wasn’t even thinking about it, and he 
realized 'oh, shoot,' he had his concealed carry firearm with him.  
He realized wow, if he gets caught in that circumstance he could 
be facing a serious, serious penalty.  But I remember that and 
always thought boy, that’s really strange, because this is exactly 
the kind of person who’s trained, who’s a responsible citizen, who 
if someone wanted to come and, heaven forbid, hurt those 
children at that baseball game, I would be so glad to know that he 
was there armed and ready to act in defense of the people of his 
community.  So, I guess as I see this - as I see this bill, I just think 
of my constituent there and how we are, in terms of establishing a 
lot of these gun-free zones, we are, in fact, not doing anything to 
protect our students from those who don’t care if it’s a gun-free 
zone.  We’re only restricting law-abiding citizens.  Thank you.

I just want to 
make a few brief remarks because obviously repealing the 
MaineCare expansion would cause severe damage to our 
healthcare system.  There’s over 100,000 people that have been 
covered.  But I want to go back to some other remarks that I 
made last week just to provide some backup factual information.  
So, the report of the New England Journal of Medicine is dated 
September 13, 2012, and it conducted a study in three states - 
New York, Maine, and Arizona - and compared them to

neighboring states.  From 2002 to 2010, we added approximately 
100,000 people to MaineCare because pre-Obama, we allowed 
child - adults without dependents to also be covered.  So, they did 
a study that involved close to 200,000 people and their health 
records over a five-year period of time.  And the results - and I 
mean, these are public health experts, but you can read the 
report for yourself, I just told you the date of the report and the 
source material - but they found a 6% reduction in mortality rates 
between Maine and New Hampshire during that same time 
period, because obviously - because New Hampshire did not 
expand, and they found increased rates of people going to the 
doctor for care and increased rates of satisfaction with health and 
decreased rates - I’m sorry, decreased rates of having to go to 
emergency rooms and that type of care and increased rates of 
self-reported health status as excellent or very good.  The point 
I’m trying to make is that I understand there are philosophical 
differences, but ultimately, these programs are about human 
beings, in my opinion, and we have - we save lives.  I know we’re 
going to have a lot of discussion over the next week about pro-life 
or not pro-life, this is a - what we did is a pro-life measure that has 
saved hundreds, if not thousands of lives, and it’s statistically 
proven, and I ask for your support of this Ought Not to Pass 
motion. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Androscoggin, Senator Brakey. 
 
Senator BRAKEY:  Thank you, Mr. President.  I hadn’t planned 
on relitigating Medicaid expansion today, but since arguments are 
being made, I just think a few things should be noted.  When the 
State expanded Medicaid, it was a choice between competing 
priorities.  I remember the debates about Medicaid expansion and 
the debates about limited resources and where particularly when 
we’re getting Medicaid dollars from the federal government in 
terms of matching funds, where should we prioritize who we’re 
trying to help first.  There was a debate between do we expand 
Medicaid which would primarily cover a lot of working-age, able-
bodied adults, or do we use our limited resources to try to shore 
up the waitlists for adults with intellectual disabilities and autism, 
for funding our nursing homes which remain chronically 
underfunded to this day.  We went ahead and expanded 
Medicaid, we’re getting that nine to one match from the federal 
government - for however long that lasts, with the level of debt 
that our federal government is in - but we’ve left a lot of our 
seniors and our most vulnerable populations out to dry.  The 
waitlists are still underfunded, our nursing homes are still 
underfunded.  We could've put those - these funds into our 
nursing homes and our waitlists and we would’ve gotten a two to 
one match on our state dollars to cover our most vulnerable.  
Instead, we went for that nine to one match in order to cover able-
bodied, working-age adults.  I get why that federal money is very 
tempting, but I think that if we have a social safety net in this 
state, we should be catching our most vulnerable first.  So, I will 
be voting against the Ought Not to Pass Report.  I have no 
illusions it will pass today, but maybe if it did, we could take that 
at - what is it, I think about a hundred million or so of state dollars, 
and we could put it into our waitlists, we could put it into our 
nursing homes, we could take care of our most vulnerable.  
Thank you, Mr. President.

Mainers voted in 2017 overwhelmingly to pass Medicaid

And we have worked 
hard in this Body, I’ve sponsored legislation in the past to that 
effect, that deals with getting away from this fail first model that 
sends people to those places that are completely inappropriate 
for what they actually need and the treatment that they actually 
need.  And so, I hope in the next Legislature, we can actually deal 
with this in a more appropriate way than what we’ve done here 
today, and I don’t want the folks that are listening out there to 
think that the Legislature doesn’t care about them and doesn’t 
care about the problems that they’re encountering, and the fact 
that we are mandating that they have to fail first in order to 
receive access to the prescriptions that we know will actually work 
and treat their mental illness.  So, thank you, Mr. President.

Senator BRAKEY:  Thank you, Mr. President.  I rise in opposition 
to the pending motion on behalf of a constituent of mine in 
Poland, Maine, who is affiliated with Maine Bass Nation and is 
very knowledgeable and passionate about this issue.  You know, 
just a few weeks ago, he invited myself and his State 
Representative, Representative Boyer, out to come and meet and 
speak with him on this.  And he showed us a lot of the different 
kinds of jigs that exist, which, I’ll be honest, I’m no expert on, but 
going from what he said, he raised some concerns about this bill 
that I think should be considered before we vote on it. 
 First, I want to say I understand the good intent of this 
legislation, seeking to ban painted lead jigs, but there are a few 
facts we should consider.  First, the proposal seems to be 
somewhat unenforceable.  There are primarily two kinds of jigs 
currently lawful and utilized for fishing in Maine - painted lead jigs 
and tungsten jigs.  If you were to look at one next to the other, 
there really is no telling one from the other.  For a law 
enforcement officer to determine this, he or she would have to 
basically destroy the person’s property by scraping off the paint, 
and is that really what we are expecting our law enforcement 
officers to spend their time doing? 
 Second, painted lead jigs are made here in Maine, but 80% 
of the global tungsten supply is controlled by China and, as such, 
the tungsten jigs are much more expensive.  This bill would drive 
up the price for Maine consumers, harm Maine businesses in the 
process, and ship Maine jobs overseas.   
 Third, we all love our loons, and our loon population has, as I 
understand it, actually greatly expanded in recent years.  It does 
not seem that the loon population is at risk or in - or in decline.  
Further, with proper education, which my constituent with Maine 
Bass Nation tells me is taking place and that he regularly helps to 
facilitate, we could avoid jigs being left behind in our lakes and 
waterways, mitigating the potential problem. 
 In short, this bill, to me, seems to be unenforceable, 
counterproductive, and unnecessary.  I hope the Senate will join 
with me in opposing the pending motion.

$250,000.  And wouldn’t you know it, Mr. President, that now a 
$250,000 house in Augusta is a two-bedroom, one-bath ranch on 
a slab built 15 years ago with an attached one-car garage.  And I 
hate to say it, and it’s tough because, you know, we want to keep 
our constituents safe, we want to keep people safe, we want 
good, clean environments, but then we’re - we’ve got pieces of 
legislation like this that make it really, really challenging for people 
to bring new inventory to the market to help bring those costs 
down.  So, inadvertently, with a piece of legislation like this, the 
challenge then becomes, you know, what are we trying to 
prioritize here?  You know, do we want to be able to make sure 
that people have access to affordable places to live or do we want 
to make sure that only the people that can afford the places that 
are created are able to live in a safe environment?  Because I 
know that all of you probably have constituents who we’ve gone 
and knocked on their doors and you’re like wow, I can’t believe 
somebody actually lives in this building.  Which is sad, and I 
empathize with that, for sure.  But when we start going to this 
degree to put in certain ventilation standards and requirements 
and so forth, this is when it becomes really challenging for us to 
achieve the goal that I think we all have around providing more 
places for people to live.

Moving forward, he 
would be part of numerous attacks and counterattacks, resulting 
in the loss of friends who fell victim to war.  He paid the ultimate 
price of war on September 12, 1944, when he was killed in action.  
The military report sent to his family stated his squad was cut off 
from the company by heavy machinegun fire.  Your son was last 
seen during that action.  When I was contacted in February about 
submitting legislation to name Bridge 2967 in Kenduskeag after 
William S. Pullen, I was more than happy to do so.  Kenduskeag 
is my hometown and the home of many generations of Bill Pullen 
and my families.  I’m certain he and my father must’ve been 
friends before going off to war to fight for our country in World 
War II.  While his - while my father and others returned home, 
tragically Corporal Pullen was the only one who did not make it 
safely back to Kenduskeag at the end of the war.

This is a piece of 
legislation that is a bipartisan piece of legislation that I submitted 
along with the entire Auburn delegation on - at the request of our 
Superintendent of Schools.  We had a public hearing in the 
Education and Cultural Affairs Committee at the end of March, 
almost two and a half months ago.  This legislation is pretty 
simple in that our superintendent brought to us a problem, and I 
think it’s a problem that all of our districts are experiencing, which 
is the bus driver shortage.  And she noticed that private schools 
are able to use these short school activity buses for point-to-point 
transportation, going to school events or sporting events, not 
drop-off and pickup for bus stops, but just point to point 
transportation.  And she - but public schools are not able to do 
that for some reason in the law.  I’ll give it to Representative 
Adam Lee in the Other Chamber helped kind of craft the 
language on this to try to really remedy that.  And - 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  Senator?  The motion is to commit the bill 
back to committee, not actually on the bill. 
 
Senator BRAKEY:  I understand.  I want to - my intent, and you 
can correct me if I’m out of line, is to speak to the process that 
happened that got to this point and why the process should 
continue on to the Transportation Committee, not to speak in 
favor of passage of the bill.

I just want to 
speak to clarify a couple of issues.  There was confusion on this 
bill and there was a big gap between the public hearing and the 
actual work session and so it was during that work session that 
there was confusion in terms of where does this belong in terms 
of committee.  But ultimately, I think this is, you know, looks on 
the surface like a solution to a problem that exists statewide.  
There’s no doubt about it.  I know my own school district and the 
schools throughout, whether it be middle schools or high schools, 
have had to cancel or reschedule games oftentimes because they 
just flat-out don’t have the drivers to accommodate their 
schedules.  However, if you look closer, and we learned this at 
the work session through a Representative from the - the same 
person that would speak to the Transportation Committee spoke 
to the Education Committee.  And they basically said (A) if you do 
a side-by-side comparison of these two vehicles, there is a huge 
discrepancy in terms of safety.  They do not match up.  Buses are 
very different than these type of vans.  So, the safety piece is an 
issue.  Also, it’s important to note that public funds cannot be 

used to purchase these equipment - this equipment.  So, you 
can’t use -the money can’t come out of the school budget to buy 
these vehicles.  And (B) money can’t come out of the school 
budget to operate these vehicles.  So, what happens is oftentimes 
that schools that are allowed to use these buses is that a coach 
will be the driver, and the coach will transport the team back and 
forth.  Now, the reality is there’s a licensing issue as well.  All 
school drivers have CDLs.  You don’t need a CDL to operate this 
vehicle.  So, I just am nervous any time that we, you know, intend 
or unintentionally lower safety standards for our students is a 
mistake.  That’s just my perspective.  It is a mistake.  So, I urge 
you to think through that.  Think through that.  We can’t go back in 
time if something happens using one of these vehicles and say 
'oh, I didn’t know that.'  We do know it.  They don’t match up 
safety wise.  You can’t use public funds to purchase or operate.  
There is no magic answer to this transportation issue.  There’s 
none.  But this is not it, and I thank you for listening and urge you 
to vote Ought Not to Pass. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Androscoggin, Senator Brakey. 
 
Senator BRAKEY:  Thank you, Mr. President.  To speak in 
opposition of the motion and this time in favor of the actual bill, 
and to respond to the good Senator Rafferty.  The fact that you 
don’t need a commercial driver’s license to drive one of these 
school activity buses is exactly the point of this legislation.  That’s 
not a problem, that’s a feature.  The problem is we have a 
shortage of people with commercial driver’s licenses, which you 
need to drive - and rightfully, you need to drive - one of these 
much longer buses that require a lot more skill to drive because 
it’s like - to some degree, like driving a big truck.  It’s a very big 
vehicle.  These school activity buses are much smaller.  You don’t 
need a CDL, and as I talked with my superintendent of schools, if 
you allowed people to use a school activity bus for point-to-point 
transportation, you free up the CDL drivers to be able to drive 
people to and from the bus stops.  Right now, it’s just not 
functional.  We just don’t have enough drivers to go around.  I 
know we’re dealing with workforce shortages in all aspects of our 
workforce, but this is something that, well, certainly, we’re feeling 
it with our school bus drivers.  It’s - it’s such a simple thing.  Our 
private schools are already doing it, and I haven’t heard of any 
problems from the private schools doing this.  Has anyone heard 
of any huge safety issues that have come up from a private 
school putting students on a school activity bus and driving them 
to a sporting event?  I’ve never heard that.  So, it’s - we’re not 
even just dealing in the realm of hypotheticals.  We could 
hypothetically talk about safety issues that could occur, or we 
could look at the reality of what’s already going on and see that 
it’s working out fine.  If the private schools can do it, let’s just let 
the public schools do it.  It’s already happening.  Thank you, Mr. 
President. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Androscoggin, Senator Timberlake. 
 
Senator TIMBERLAKE:  Thank you, Mr. President.  I guess I’d 
like to pose a question through the Chair.  I don’t know as I 
understand what I’m voting on now because I thought these 
vehicles were already in our school districts and had already been 
purchased.  I know in SAD 52, we have everything from minivans 
to what I call our short bus, which will carry under 16 students, 
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and we have some that will carry up to 26 that were bought with 
taxpayer money, paid for our hauling around our special needs 
students.  If they’re safe enough to haul them, I think they’d be 
safe enough to haul any of our other students.  I don’t know as I 
really understand, I guess I’d ask for an explanation because I am 
a commercial inspection licenses for everything up to over 
100,000 pounds.  I also have a CDL, I also have a bus driver’s 
endorsement, so I know the laws pretty well.  I guess I don’t 
understand what the good Senator was saying when he says 
these buses, because I can think within my own school district, I 
think there’s 16 minivans and I think there’s seven buses that are 
under - that carry under 16, because 16 happens to be the magic 
number to not have to have a bus driver’s endorsement.  So, I’d 
just like clarity of what they mean by - by not allowed to have 
them.  I just - I can’t grasp it yet. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The Senator from Androscoggin, Senator 
Timberlake, has posed a series of questions through the Chair to 
anyone who may answer.  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
York, Senator Rafferty. 
 
Senator RAFFERTY:  Thank you, Mr. President.  And I will say 
that these - the ones that your school owns, they are allowed to 
purchase those using public funds and they’re allowed to use 
public funds to operate them.  There’s a difference between the 
shuttles that we’re talking about, essentially, are very similar to a 
hotel shuttle.  They don’t have lights and flashing and bars to 
guide kids across the street or whatever.  They’re just 
pickup/drop-off.  But there is a huge difference between the two in 
terms of overall safety.  And in my opinion, we’d be making a 
mistake to lessen the safety standards because we are in need.  
The type of vehicle is not going to necessarily answer that call, it’s 
just a case of training more people and attracting those folks to 
the jobs.  But I think to sacrifice safety is the wrong direction to go 
in.  Thank you. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Androscoggin, Senator Timberlake. 
 
Senator TIMBERLAKE:  Thank you, Senator, and thank you, Mr. 
President.  After hearing that explanation, I go back to my point is 
we already own these buses.  We just got to give them 
permission to use them for all of the most efficient way that we 
can to operate our school districts in these times that we’re in with 
buses.  I don’t know as I agree with the good Senator about 
safety on them.  These buses are designed - these vehicles are 
designed and built to carry students, to carry athletes.  They do 
have lights on them, on most of them.  They either have the 
strobes on top or they have wigwags.  I believe that we need to 
vote down the pending motion and send this over to 
Transportation and verify for a fact that - that this is a safety 
issue, because as I say, I’ve been involved in this for a number of 
years.  I do have a CDL.  I have bus driver endorsements.  I’ve 
worked on training with it.  I just think there is a way that we could 
help out.  We let private schools do it.  I don’t understand why 
public schools would be treated any different.  And when we talk 
private schools, we’re talking, you know, some of the academies 
that are just as big as some of our high schools.  They get to do it 
but yet we won’t let our schools, and I think it’s bad business at 
this point in time with the problem we’re having with finding 
people to move - to move students around.  I know my grandson 
this year at a track meet, we got a telephone call that the bus 

driver had to leave and we got a bunch of parents together and 
went and picked up all the kids and brought them back home.  
And if they could’ve used one of the buses, the smaller buses that 
was equipped, I think that’s safer than moving them in cars and 
having it moved that way.  So, I would hope you would vote down 
the pending motion.  I think there’s some work to be done and I 
think there’s a reason to do it and we shouldn’t make this a 
partisan issue.  I really think there’s a solution here that can be 
found. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Cumberland, Senator Nangle. 
 
Senator NANGLE:  Thank you, Mr. President.  I find it ironic that 
we are - we voted on a bill to make schools safer earlier and now 
we’re voting on a bill that would make our students less safe.  
School buses are designed with the seats in particular ways and if 
you want to just take a look, you can google shuttle bus accidents 
and take a look at the images.  I think they’re probably a little less 
safe.  So, I just - I support the Ought Not to Pass. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The pending question before the Senate is 
Acceptance of the Minority Ought Not to Pass Report.  A roll call 
has been ordered.  Is the Senate ready for the question?

safer outcomes for their children in these homecare settings.  But 
what we do know is that we have a homecare desert, a childcare 
desert in the state of Maine.  People need to find locations that 
work for them and, especially in rural Maine, there’s not going to 
be large daycare centers set up all over my district, because it 
just doesn’t work.  But what does work is that your next-door 
neighbor or your next-door neighbor’s grandmother takes in a few 
children, and it eases all across the communities in Maine the 
access to childcare.  So, this is an incredibly simple bill, it’s 
something the Governor already put in as an emergency order, 
and again, there’s zero proof that children are less safe when we 
went down to two and - or that there’s increased safety vice versa 
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with that.  So, I would ask that you vote in support of the pending 
motion.  Thank you.

THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Hancock, Senator Grohoski. 
 
Senator GROHOSKI:  Thank you, Mr. President, and good 
afternoon, colleagues in the Senate.  I’d like to speak just for a 
brief moment about this bill.  This bill aims to improve the 
performance of our for-profit electric utilities by employing what I 
would call the carrot and stick approach.  It also includes a study 
about time of use electricity rates, which happens to be 
something our Public Utilities Commission has already been 
investigating earlier this year.  Last year, recognizing that CMP 
and Versant have worst-in-the-nation service, the Legislature said 
that there needs to be minimum performance standards for the 
utilities or else they will be fined.  This is what I would call the 
stick approach.  The maximum penalty for a related series of 
violations may not exceed $575,000 for CMP.  The PUC is 
adopting rules now, so we have yet to see if this approach will be 
effective.  Contrary to how the fines are levied, this bill would 
allow the PUC to use an unrestricted amount of incentives to try 
to get our utilities to improve, or the carrot approach or maybe 
even the really, really big carrot approach.  Incentives may be 
effective in some business models, but regulated monopolies are 
not like other businesses.  They are guaranteed a profit no matter 
what they do.  In fact, in 2022, CMP made $156.6 million in profit.  
That is more money than all of their employees’ salaries and 
wages combined.  In the best-case scenario, the authority 
granted to the PUC in this bill might not be used, and so it does 
no harm.  In the worst-case scenario, this bill results in CMP and 
Versant making even bigger profits for their mediocre service.  As 
the Office of the Public Advocate testified, 'OPA questions why a 
utility should ever be rewarded for simply complying with statutory 
requirements.'  Perhaps CMP, too, sees dollar signs with this bill.  
They testified, and I quote, 'there is a lot about this bill that we 
agree with.  Incentives and penalties to motivate performance at a 
multi-year rate plan that includes financial incentives related to 
performance goals make sense.'  Today, I am voting against the 
pending motion because it doesn’t make sense to me to give 
CMP even more money from the pockets of the people that we 
represent in order to incentivize them to provide just decent 
service.  I hope you’ll join me in voting no. 
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THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from York, 
Senator Lawrence. 
 
Senator LAWRENCE:  Thank you, Mr. President, and I hope you 
will support the pending motion.  This had overwhelming support 
from the environmental community, from the Acadia Center to 
NRCM to Sierra Club, to all the different environmental 
organizations who have seen the benefit of performance-based 
ratemaking.  This allows the commission to consider it and allows 
them to put it into place, but it goes beyond the minimum 
standards and gives incentives to the investor-owned utilities for 
their efforts to increase grid resiliency, including but not limited to 
facilitating the development and interconnection of distributed 
generation resources and grid security and measures to take in to 
encourage peak load reduction and beneficial load shaping.  
Those are two very important things - beyond the minimum 
standards, those are two very important things for our efforts to 
get to our renewable energy goals.  This is very common in 
business practices to give encouragement to private enterprise to 
go above and beyond to meet goals and to reward them.  I fully 
understand, though, there are those in this Body who want to 
solely punish the investor-owned utilities.  I think it works well to 
have both punishment and an incentive when they achieve the 
goals that we need them to achieve.  Thank you.

I just stand to 
briefly speak on this, the motion - against the motion that is 
currently on the Floor.  This is really an important bill and it 
addressed several of the different areas of the childcare provider 
regulations.  We did make some amendments to that due to some 
duplicity in some of the other bills, but one other part of it is to 
increase the number of the allowable children, as we did in L.D. 
1061, that the Senate took up just a little while ago.  It also - and 
with the subsidy, right now, it says up to 75% of the market rate, 
instead of actually setting it to be equal to the 75% of the market 
rate.  And we feel that that was very necessary to have it equal 
across the state as to what everyone is getting for subsidies.  It 
also allows for someone who is receiving a subsidy to pay the 
difference if a childcare provider charges more than what the 
subsidy is and they feel that it’s important for the interest of the 
children that they attend a specific school, then it does allow them 
to pay the difference in what the subsidy provides and what the 
childcare provider provides.  So, those are just a few of the things 
that the amendment does bring.  I vote against the bill - the 
motion, rather, excuse me.

THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Androscoggin, Senator Brakey. 
 
Senator BRAKEY:  Thank you, Mr. President.  I rise in opposition 
to the pending motion as the sponsor of the legislation, which 
seeks to establish some checks and balances over emergency 
powers, should we ever find ourselves in a situation where we’re 
living under an emergency declaration once again.  I think there 
are some lessons that can be learned and applied from what we 
went through that I think are worth applying for the future.  But I 
think it’s also worth noting that what happened in the recent state 
of emergency is nothing new in the grand scheme of things, it’s a 
tale as old as western civilization itself.  I think as we look back, 
it’s worth looking at the model that our government is based on, 
the Roman Republic.  The Senate in those days, in those times of 
perceived emergency, would imbue the full authority of the state 
into one person, with the unified power to make and enforce the 
law.  The title of office that they gave to this particular individual 
was the dictator.  The periods of time Rome was ruled by 
someone in this fashion were referred to as dictatorships.  For the 
republic, this was always a dangerous prospect.  The dictator 
could literally command the state to do anything by mandate, with 

no checks or balances.  Power like that was prone to abuse.  
Some sought that power by creating their own emergencies.  
Once the emergency powers of dictatorship were granted, it was 
hard to ensure the dictator would relinquish that power.  The 
republic itself ended when one dictator, Julius Caesar, extended 
his emergency powers multiple times, finally establishing himself 
as dictator for life.  That word, dictatorship, carries many 
connotations today.  It is a word that justifiably makes us 
uncomfortable.  But I believe it is important to acknowledge that 
we recently lived under one.  The Romans, at least, would've 
referred to the period from March 2020 to June 2021 as the 
dictatorship of Mills.  And while I appreciate that she did 
eventually relinquish her emergency powers, what has happened 
before will happen again.  And when the Legislature voted to 
grant these emergency powers with no limits on scope or time, 
we opened the - we opened the door.  A precedent was 
established.  Future Governors will take advantage of it, and a 
bell once rung cannot be unrung.  And even if you believe that 
Governor Mills did a fine job with these powers, please imagine 
for yourself these powers in the hands of your worst political 
adversary.  Because one thing is certainly true in the grand - as 
time marches on, the pendulum generally swings from right to left 
and then back again.  That is why now is the time, with the state 
of emergency passed but fresh in our memories, for prudent 
consideration on emergency power reform to safeguard the 
checks and balances of our constitutional system.  L.D. 1872 
seeks to bring a more balanced approach to how we deal with 
states of emergency by ensuring checks and balances remain 
within the three branches of our government.  First, the legislation 
will put an end to indefinite grants of emergency powers, 
establishing a 30-day limit that is subject to renewal by the 
Legislature.  Like all matters dealing with emergencies, renewal of 
emergency powers would require support from two-thirds of both 
legislative Chambers.  Second, the legislation requires that any 
exercises of emergency power that curtail the rights of the people 
must be narrowly tailored to serve a public health or safety 
purpose.  Further, it would ensure that only the Governor can 
issue orders that directly curtail constitutional rights, those rights 
specifically named in the U.S. Constitution or the Maine 
Constitution.  No unelected body, unaccountable at the ballot box, 
should be able to use the cover of emergency to curtail our 
constitutional rights.  And third, with respect to the Judicial 
Branch, a court of the state would have the ability to hear a case 
challenging the legality of an emergency order and shall do so 
expeditiously. 
 When it comes to a state of emergency, there’s a fine 
balance to strike between preserving liberty and protecting health 
and safety.  This legislation aims to achieve that balance by 
retaining the checks and balances of our constitutional system 
even in a time of emergency.  With history as our teacher, we 
should jealously guard our liberties against the temptations of 
power.  Thank you for your time and consideration.  I hope that 
you join me in rejecting the pending motion.

THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Cumberland, Senator Libby. 
 
Senator LIBBY:  Thank you, Mr. President.  Men and women of 
the Senate, it’s my honor to bring to you the - to your attention the 
contents of L.D. 123, An Act to Eliminate the Educational 
Purposes Exception on the Prohibition on the Dissemination of 
Obscene Matters to Minors.  This bill’s been worked and 
reworked long before we’ve taken a look at it today.  So, an 
amendment replaces the original bill - take a good, close look at 
that.  This bill clarifies the outcome of a violation by educational 
institutions of a longstanding standard of what is obscene.  
Current law is defined as follows.  A minor is a person of 18 years 
of age.  As we discuss this bill, we need to consider the fact that 
there are some items that regard the question what is age 
appropriate.  The vast majority of Mainers are going to ask you to 
clarify that.  Obscene matter, in current law as it pertains to other 
areas, not education, reads as follows: one, to the average 
individual, applying contemporary and community standards with 
respect to what is suitable material for minors, considered, as a 
whole, appeals to the prurient interest.  Second, describes or 
depicts in a patently offensive manner ultimate sexual acts, a few 
other things, and then I’ll say lewd exhibition and leave it at that.  
And then, three, considered as a whole, lacks serious literary, 
artistic, political, or scientific value.  So, a person is guilty of 
disseminating obscene matter to a minor if that person knowingly 
distributes, exhibits, or offers to distribute or exhibit to a minor any 
matter declared obscene in an action to which that person was a 
party.  So, the exception to that is any noncommercial distribution 
or exhibition for purely educational purposes by any library, art 
gallery, museum, public school, private school, or institution of 
learning, nor any commercial distribution for exhibition by any art 
gallery or museum.  So, basically, the schools are exempted and, 
at present, able to, in libraries or even in everyday material that is 
in a classroom, distribute obscene matter to minors. 
 So, in the case of this bill, rather than face criminal 
prosecution or trial, the public school would face this - 3A, Public 
Schools:  If a matter is declared obscene in a proceeding under 
subsection 3 and the Attorney General or District Attorney finds 
that any public school is disseminating obscene matter, the 
Attorney General or District Attorney shall issue a cease-and-
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desist order, prohibiting the public school from dissemination of 
the obscene matter.  Nothing in the subsection affects the 
exemption provided under paragraph A with respect to criminal 
prosecution.  So, there would be no criminal prosecution if an 
educational institution had obscene matter in the library or in a 
classroom or anywhere else - in a pamphlet, could be a book, 
could be anything - if that obscene matter is there, then a 
complaint would arise to the Attorney General, the Attorney 
General would take a look at that and, if that were the case, issue 
a cease-and-desist order.  So, this bill then addresses the content 
that children are exposed to, and I have a freshman, my son is a 
freshman at Bonny Eagle High School.  And at Bonny Eagle High 
School, we faced all of this.  So, there’s been a very large 
contingent of parents that have showed up at the schoolboard 
meeting and said look, there’s about 20 books here, but certainly 
one was called Gender Queer, which is a fine book with literary 
value but has three pages in it that fall below the standard that I 
just read to you, and it clearly falls below the standard I would ask 
you to take a look at.  That’s all I would ask.  So, parents show 
up.  They try to ask that just those pages be redacted, which is all 
this is asking, this bill, but no such luck.  So, this has happened at 
school district after school district after school district all across 
the state of Maine.  And it has become frustrating even more than 
just, you know, talking about obscene matter because what’s 
happening now is that advocacy groups for parents are going to 
the superintendent of that school district and issuing a Freedom 
of Access Act request, which costs the school district $10, $20, 
$30 thousand to comply with.  So, first you’ve got material that 
never should be seen by my son who is a freshman at Bonny 
Eagle, or anywhere else, unless the parent decides that that 
should be the case.  Not the school, the parent. 
 There’s no opt out, there’s nothing.  We had a lot of 
testimony from librarians, in particular, and what I really was 
frustrated with was the librarians were saying let us do our jobs, 
we can handle this locally.  If those librarians had simply had a 
restricted reserve in the library and asked parents -which is, by 
the way, the way one school district has handled it, you may have 
seen that in the news recently, and I think it came from discussion 
we had in our committee, because this is a recent development.  
But if they just had a restricted reserve, we wouldn’t even be here 
talking about this.  There has to be a line in sand when it comes 
to obscene material.  There has to be a minimum.  There has to 
be an area that we just aren't going to.  It’s not just to preserve 
and protect parents’ rights, it’s to protect the child and let the child 
be a child.  Let them grow up.  It’s the parents’ responsibility.  I 
think I definitely am not the person to lecture on morality.  That’s 
not what I want to talk about from a personal standpoint.  But if 
you look at the definition of morality from a community standpoint, 
you start to realize that there are reasons for these norms, there 
are reasons for these behaviors, there are reasons for these 
activities, there are reasons for these limits.  They are fair, they 
are reasonable.  It's critical that this Legislature and this Body 
provide the local schools with some guidance.  Why is it critical?  
Well, in the case of one school system, they took a look at 
material and they didn’t know how to evaluate it, so then they 
looked at the Maine learning results, and they pulled out Health 
Standard 5 and Health Standard 3, and this is coming from a 
Freedom of Access Act that I get this information, so - and I’ve 
read it - and after looking at those learning results standards, 
health standards, and comparing it to the material, they said oh, 
that’s okay.  It’s kind of like a preponderance scenario instead of 
having a hard and fast line that you just cannot drop below.  And 

so, once again, our school system is going through that, going to 
face a lot of pushback, potential recalls, a lot of community angst, 
and real disappointment with leaders, community leaders, 
because that’s their job.  So, schoolboards around the state, and 
it’s affected a lot of us, I mean, we have large Senate Districts, 
let’s face it, and probably a schoolboard in every single one of our 
districts, or most of them, have at least faced this.  Now’s the time 
for the state of Maine to actually lead and declare a minimum, 
and it's a low bar, it’s a low bar, but there are some materials that 
my 14-year-old son should not be able to access at school.  
That’s just the way it is.  It’s a fact.  And if people of Maine feel 
differently, all I ask is them provide an opt out somehow for that 
circumstance.  Thank you, Mr. President, men and women of the 
Senate.

THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from York, 
Senator Rafferty. 
 
Senator RAFFERTY:  Thank you, Mr. President, and also thank 
you, Senator Libby.  I mean, you can tell in terms of our 
committee work, there are some - certainly some difficult topics 
related to education.  And fortunately, I feel very strongly that our 
committee, regardless of which side you come out on, is very 
respectful of the other.  I appreciate that very much, so thank you 
in advance. 
 As most of you might know, and if you’ve heard us before, 
any conversations around anyone in our committee, you’ll say 
that we hate to send anything that is a mandate to any school 
system.  That said, I just would urge you, and as I put forward 
Ought Not to Pass L.D. 123.  Librarians and educators have 
extensive training and are preparing our children to be informed 
and engaged citizens of the world.  Criminalizing school 
librarians, teachers, and school districts would be a disservice to 
all.  Schools and libraries are a place where students learn and 
grow and restricting resources available beyond what laws are 
already in place would only serve to negatively impact our 
communities.  I have full confidence in our librarians, educators, 
to make decisions as to what is and isn't appropriate material for 
the students they serve.  And as I mentioned, you know, I would 
urge you to vote Ought Not to Pass on L.D. 123 and would 
appreciate your support.  Thank you very much. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Cumberland, Senator Nangle. 
 
Senator NANGLE:  Thank you, Mr. President.  Distinguished 
colleagues of the Senate, I rise in support of the pending Ought 
Not to Pass motion.  L.D. 123 poses a threat to local control by 
taking the power of vetting educational materials away from local 
schoolboards.  In my district, efforts to ban books at RSU 14 by a 
very vocal minority of parents have sparked contentious debates 
that have spread past the schoolboard and into the schools.  At 
RSU 14, we’ve seen a sharp increase in LGBTQ+ students being 
bullied and blatantly called slurs by their peers.  By eliminating the 
educational purposes exemption, this bill would amplify these 
challenges and make it more difficult for these students, who

already face a higher rate of bullying and suicide, to access 
resources that support their identities and promote understanding 
of their - among their peers.  The emotional toll this takes on our 
young people should not be underestimated.  I want to emphasize 
the importance of representation in educational materials.  Books 
such as Gender Queer and Nick and Charlie have been 
instrumental in helping students right in my district understand 
and accept their identities.  Removing these resources could 
further isolate these students who already are marginalized, 
leading to increased bullying, mental health issues, and feeling of 
exclusion.  While I acknowledge some materials may not be 
suitable for all students, it’s crucial to allow the communities to 
make these decisions on a case-by-case basis.  Elected 
members - elected members of the local schoolboards can take 
into account the unique needs and values of their communities 
while ensuring that local - that educational materials meet 
rigorous standards and provide accurate and inclusive 
information.  We must recognize that no single group of parents 
or individuals can claim to know what’s best for every child in 
every community.  This bill, if passed, would use State power to 
impose a one-size-fits-all approach to educational materials, 
disregarding the diverse needs and values of our students, their 
families, and the communities.  I respectfully urge this Body to 
support the pending motion, oppose L.D. 123, and instead return 
our focus to fostering local control and allowing communities to 
make decisions that prioritize the wellbeing, growth, and success 
of all students.  Thank you. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Penobscot, Senator Tipping. 
 
Senator TIPPING:  Thank you very much, Mr. President.  I rise 
with some significant concern around any bill that has the original 
draft of this and the motion we’re voting on would do could 
potentially lead to the prosecution or incarceration of school 
librarians.  And I want to thank my colleague from Cumberland 
from moving away from that language in the proposed 
amendment.  I also wanted to ask, as a question through the 
Chair, our colleague from Cumberland mentioned that the specific 
book did have serious literary merit but that there were a few 
pages that were of concern.  Under the definition of obscene 
matter, that would not be obscene.  It’s very clearly that you have 
to consider the work as a whole and it would have to lack any 
serious literary, artistic, political, or scientific value.  So, if this bill 
doesn’t apply to even that book, I’m wondering what books this 
would ban that are currently in Maine school libraries and what is 
the interest in passing this.  Thank you. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The Senator from Penobscot, Senator 
Tipping, has posed a series of questions through the Chair to 
anyone who may answer.  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Cumberland, Senator Libby. 
 
Senator LIBBY:  Thank you, Mr. President.  I’ll do my best to 
answer the question and also maybe rebut a few remarks from 
my fine colleagues who feel strongly about the issue.  Yeah, I 
think the intention of this amendment is the redaction of the 
material and not censorship of the book.  And so, that’s the 
difference here, and so when I hear people talk about usurping 
local control, I’d just like to rebut that and say it sets a standard 
like any Maine law would, it sets - and in this case, I think it’s a 
very low bar because there are some ultimate acts that would be 

a violation of that line in the sand.  The thing that I made sure that 
we talked about was that employees would not be criminalized at 
all, that it was simply a schoolboard-based action by the Attorney 
General and it - a simple cease and desist order.  And I do admit 
that the original bill had all kinds of flaws in it, so I’d like to 
acknowledge that as well.  We had a member of the LGBTQ 
community testify in favor of this bill.  So, some of the things that I 
heard there, and not just because that happened, but I don’t think 
that that community has anything to do with the description of the 
material that we’re talking about.  I don’t think they have anything 
to do with it at all.  I think they are two separate and distinct 
issues.  I’m not even - any person would look at the material and 
feel like it was objectionable or not age-appropriate.  And I finally 
want to just disagree with - again, my good friend and colleague 
from Cumberland, I don’t think it’s a minority of parents at all.  
When I was growing up, we always had something called the 
silent majority, people that show up at the ballot box, they don’t 
like politics, they want to stay out of it, they show up, though, and 
they vote.  And there’s a lot of them and I think in this particular 
case, I really do believe that they object to the material that 
they’re seeing their children exposed to and that they will take 
action, and I’m just trying to help them by establishing a criteria.  
There needs to be a criteria, that’s what law is.  Thank you very 
much. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Cumberland, Senator Pierce. 
 
Senator PIERCE:  Thank you, Mr. President, and my fellow 
colleagues in the Senate.  I rise to address just a couple of things 
from the Good Senator from Cumberland.  We sit next to each 
other in Education, we have a great relationship, we had a robust 
discussion about this bill.  But you brought up - he has brought up 
several times the amendment that talks about cease and desist 
for the Attorney General.  The Attorney General came to our 
committee in person and gave testimony on this bill, on the 
amendment, and I’m going to quote, 'current law already provides 
sufficient process for the Attorney General or a District Attorney to 
respond to allegations that obscene materials are being 
distributed to minors.  This proposed language adds nothing to a 
prosecutor’s ability to protect minors from material that a court 
determines to be obscene.'  So, I think it’s very clear from the 
amendment proposed that it is unnecessary in order to protect 
minors from this.  And then, in addition to that, we heard from 
many, many of our educators around our state that talked a lot 
about the professionalism of our librarians, the fact that a process 
for putting a book into our libraries goes through a robust process 
that involves the community, the superintendent, the schoolboard, 
the administration, and then if a parent still has concerns, there’s 
an entire policy process for that within each school district.  So, I 
take a lot of oaths here to protect kids.  This doesn’t need to be 
done to protect kids.  So, thank you for your time. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Lincoln, Senator Reny. 
 
Senator RENY:  Thank you, Mr. President.  I am rising in support 
of the Ought Not to Pass motion, as I’m sure many of you 
could’ve guessed.  So, just a reminder, I’m a school counselor, I 
have worked in public education for several years.  And this 
problem - and I do think there is a problem here - needs to be 
addressed.  So, just to be clear, the problem is not librarians 
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being irresponsible or public educators not wanting what’s best 
for kids.  Once again, we are trained professionals.  We’ve gone 
through so much school.  We always take our communities into 
account when we are preparing lessons or choosing books for our 
libraries.  I also want to make it clear that the problem is not 
parents being scared that their children might be exposed to 
something inappropriate, but that is a scary thing.  We all want 
what’s best for our kids as well.  The problem here is there is 
rampant misinformation that is demonizing our schools and 
frightening our parents.  And I truly do believe that this is 
misinformation, okay.  It doesn’t mean we’re spreading it with ill 
intent.  Misinformation is information that is spread that is 
incorrect but is spread nonetheless because the person 
spreading it believes it is correct.  I’ve worked in a few different 
school systems; I have served as the President of the Maine 
School Counselors Association for the State.  I’ve spoken to a lot 
of people around our state who work in public education.  I don’t 
think you can find one who doesn’t want parents to be more 
involved.  Please, please be more involved.  I know you care 
about your kids.  Teachers want to be able to give feedback.  I 
love it when parents call me and ask me what I’m teaching in my 
classes because that helps me spread the work that we’re doing.  
It allows me to answer questions, and if there are concerns, that’s 
something that can be addressed.  If you want to know what your 
child is checking out of the library, you should ask your child, and 
if you don’t believe that your child is telling you the truth, call the 
school, please.  If you don’t want your child to be able to check 
out a certain book from the library, I don’t know a librarian who 
would say no, I’m going to give it to them, anyways.  That’s not a 
thing that happens.  This misinformation has been dividing 
communities and forcing schoolboards to have lots of meetings, 
and it takes attention away from what they want to do, which is 
educate our students.  They want to be focusing on math and 
science and the arts and whatever other back to basics stuff you 
think there may be.  That is what we want to be doing.  This is a 
distraction.  This is legislating a problem that can be fixed by 
simple communication.  So, please vote Ought Not to Pass on 
this.  Once again, parents and schools are on the same team 
when it comes to educating our youth.  Okay?  We’re on the 
same team.  We all care about this.  If there’s something you 
don’t want your student to participate in, by all means, be in 
communication with the school, okay?  That’s it for now.  Thank 
you.  Ought Not to Pass. 
 
THE PRESIDENT:  The Chair recognizes the Senator from 
Cumberland, Senator Brenner. 
 
Senator BRENNER:  Thank you, Mr. President.  I have a 16-year-
old daughter and another daughter who’s older, but what I’ve 
come to notice about her experience in school is that I’m far less 
concerned about a couple provocative pages with some sexual 
content in a graphic novel as I am about what she has access to 
on her cellphone, as well as everyone else at her lunch table and 
in class before, during, and after class.  I feel like if we were really 
going to address that kind of concern about graphic content, that 
would be the place where I would like to address it.  And I just 
want to read an excerpt from a testimony that was submitted by 
Emma Watson.  'Removing books from schools and libraries 
based on someone else’s arbitrary moral judgment call about 
what is or not - is not obscene denies all parents the right to 
choose.  The most frequently challenged or banned books seem 
to be those written by or about people of color, members of the 

LGBTQIA+ community, and other marginalized and often 
underrepresented groups.  As a public educator, it is my 
responsibility to teach all children, no matter their identity, 
background, race, or religion, equally.  It is my privilege to 
encourage growth and creativity, independent thought, and 
understanding of the world around them.  It is my hope to make 
school a safe and welcoming place for all students.  By banning 
books by or with characters who are represented by such 
protected identities, any child who identifies as a member of one 
of those groups could be caused great harm.  What lesson does it 
tell children if a book about a character with whom they identify is 
deemed obscene or immoral because of that character?  
Teachers and librarians have extensive training and education 
regarding book selection, student wellbeing, and understanding 
what is age-appropriate subject matter.  Available books need to 
cover a wide range of age groups, abilities, and interests, and the 
teachers and librarians within the schools are the best ones to 
determine what should be within their classrooms and library 
collections.  Parents are well within their right to decide their child 
should not read a certain book, but they should not be allowed to 
stop another child from reading that book as well by having it 
completely removed from the school.'  That’s Emma Watson, 
teacher in Cumberland.  Thank you.

Testimony was that there’s a 
lot of campaign financing money being raised in that period, even 
if it’s not spent, so the extra reporting would allow for the public 
that transparency.  The reason why candidates who use the 
Clean Election Act are exempted from this particular reporting 
requirement is that ten days earlier or later - I cannot remember 
which, off the top of my head - Maine Clean Elections candidates 
are required to file a report before the primary in addition to the 
11-day report that everyone files.  And so, while it looks as though 
there are two different tracks of reporting, one is more redundant 
than the other and is traditionally financed candidates that do not 
have to file anything until 11 days before the primary.  This fixes 
that, allowing for more transparency to the general public.
