WHEREAS, the Legislature has learned with deep regret of the death of:

(1-6) Christopher R. Sherrill, of Southport. The Reverend Christopher Sherrill was an
Episcopalian priest whose life of study, activism and pastoral care led him from Pennsylvania to
Missouri, Connecticut, Washington, D.C. and New Jersey. In addition to leading congregations,
he served on the Board of Medical Education for South African Blacks during apartheid and on
the Standing Committee of the Diocese of Washington, and he was three times a candidate for
Bishop. In June 1967, he preached his first Sunday service at All Saints by-the-Sea in Southport,
where he continued to conduct services for over 50 years. Retiring in 2001, he moved
permanently to Southport.
